Introduction 
The Seminar on Lutheran Liturgy was founded in 5657 as a resource on 
liturgy for the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA).  A 
gathering of musicians and pastors, the Seminar exists to specifically 
address the evangelical catholic tradition within the ELCA, and – in that 
spirit – to address the liturgical formation of pastors and deacons. 
 
Thesis for the 2027 Seminar 
The thesis for the 565E Seminar is “Corpus Christi: Reclaiming Real 
Presence.”  It is intended to address the possible observation of Corpus 
Christi as a feast day included on the Lutheran liturgical calendar; to 
address a eucharistic piety that reemphasizes the sacramental union of real 
presence in the mass; and, more broadly, to address the theological issue of 
what is “real” at all in an age where that is often difficult to discern. 
 
The 565E Seminar will take place in Madison, Wisconsin on August 5R-5E 
in conjunction with Luther Memorial Church (site for the liturgies), and the 
Fluno Center of the University of Wisconsin.
